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Copt Heath Golf Club- Guidelines
The following information it is intended to help ensure that all visiting parties and their players have a pleasant day with us.  Please take a few minutes to read and pass on the information to your members. 

1. The Committee requires that all players are bone fide members of a recognised Golf Club or EGU Registered Golf Society with an official playing handicap and will observe the Rules of Etiquette.

2. The organiser or nominated representative of the Society will be responsible for reporting to the Professional on arrival and before play begins to ascertain: the starting arrangements, for control of play from the designated tee; the code number for gaining entry to the premises; and to arrange to pay green fees.  The organiser, or nominated representative, of the Society will be personally liable to pay all sums owed to the Club.     

3.
The starting tee will be reserved between specific times, but not before 9.30am or between 1.00pm and 2.00pm, as appropriate. SOCIETIES HAVE NO PRIORITY AFTER THEIR STATED TIMES. When preparing the starting sheet, please allow 6-minute intervals for 2 ball and foursomes, 8 minutes for 3 ball and 10 minutes for 4 ball or greensomes.  Players must NOT commence play from any tee other than the 1st unless notified to the contrary by the Professional.

4.
There are usually no restrictions on the use of trolleys, contact the Professional beforehand in case of inclement weather. Electric/hand trolleys may be hired on the day. Golf buggies (max. 2) may be pre-booked, or hired on the day if available, but they must be returned to the Professional’s shop by 6.45pm.

5.
The Clubhouse opens at 8.00am. Non-members are required to use the Visitors Car Park, located to the north of the Clubhouse. No responsibility will be accepted by the Club for loss or damage to personal property whilst on Club premises, however caused.

6.
All visitors are warned of the hazards which they might expect to encounter whilst on the golf course; equally they are expected to behave in a manner, so far as is reasonably practicable, to ensure safety and the absence of risks to health whilst on Club premises.

7.
The Club’s snooker and bowls facilities are not available to visitors.

8.
Although mobile phones must be switched off in the Clubhouse and on the course, their use is permitted in the car park and on the course, but only to summon help in the case of an emergency.  The Club possesses two defibrillators.

9.
Dress Code: Please make all members in your party aware of the rules relating to dress code.  In the Clubhouse, casual dress may be worn throughout, except that Society Members are expected to wear a jacket and tie when dinning on the first floor. Jeans, Bermuda shorts (beachwear style) and trainers are not allowed at the Club. 
On the course, tailored shorts may be worn with predominately white ankle socks otherwise, knee length socks must be worn.  NB. Shorts may be worn in the Stud Bar, at lunchtime, but are not permitted in any of the 1st floor rooms.  Golf shirts must be tucked into shorts and/or trousers at all times. 

10.
Bar opening hours on weekdays in the summer are 11.30am - 11.00pm. The Stud Bar opens daily from 12.00 noon (April to October).

11.
Luncheon is served between 12.15pm and 2.30pm., Dinner from 7.00pm onwards, unless otherwise agreed. Catering requirements must be confirmed at least four days prior to the event. Changes will be accepted up to 12 noon the day before your visit; cancellation after that time will be charged.

12.
The following green fees will be charged - £45 per round or £55 per day including vat.  
A deposit of £5 per person is payable when returning the booking form.

13.
Individual settlement of all accounts, i.e. green fees in the Professional’s Shop, drinks at the Bar and food with the Caterer – “Event Catering”, is required on the day.  Only in exceptional circumstances, following prior arrangement, will invoices be rendered, of which settlement is required within 14 days. 

14.
Please let me know if you require scorecards in advance or any other details that come to mind.

Please sign the booking form to acknowledge acceptance of the above.
